A Point to Remember

Editor’s Note: “A Point To Remember” by Harry “Skeeter” Odell is a fascinating and often humorous first-hand
look into the history of Point Pleasant Borough. The 143 page spiral-bound book includes listings of all borough
mayors, clerks, council members, police chiefs, as well as trivia, historic photographs and humorous stories
covering the period from the borough’s incorporation in 1920 to the present. Odell, who passed away in 2010 at
the age of 93, was employed by Point Pleasant for many years, first as a police officer and later as borough clerk
and tax collector. This book was published in 1997 and although now out of print, some copies may still be
obtained from various local businesses. Below is an excerpt taken word for word from the section titled “About
The Early Years” from pages 7 -8 in honor of the recent Point Pleasant Borough'’s recent Centennial Celebration.
